ACTION FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING: 

Mr Bray stated that he had attended a recent LCN Meeting and that these will continue in the future with sub groups for Highways, Economic Regeneration and Housing. Replacement of Lengthsman Stewardship will be discussed further.  Discussions took place concerning Magna Housing and the problem with heat pumps in inappropriate housing and unreliability.  There were also concerns over social problems with residents from outside urban areas and also seemingly given priority over local people. Support should be given to put pressure on Magna Housing. Second cut on hedges will be undertaken at road junctions and where there are bendy parts of road. Mr Bray to discuss further with the Clerk.
